This boat, #4117, is dry -
sailed a nd maintained in top condition for
weekend racing as well as general use as a demo

boat. We expect this boat will be reserved in
advance every Saturday this summer , SO make
your plans accordingly. We will mak e provisions
to try to give all interested racers a chance to

share the boat on race days.

For your safety and for our

peace of mind, you must make a reservation and

sign out the boat  even if it appears no one else is

planning to use it that day.
